Ahmad has worked for local, state and federal agencies and organizations
to implement and carry out policies that have made significant impacts on
communities and lives. He currently serves as small business advocate
within the federal government.

Ahmad joined the City of Dallas to help start an ex-offender/ re-entry program. The program was
designed to help individuals returning to Dallas from incarceration receive social service
assistance. State Senator Royce West recruited Ahmad to be his legislative aide for business,
commerce, and housing policy. During the 2008 presidential primary, Senator West allowed
Ahmad to take a leave of absence to serve as the surrogate coordinator on the Barack Obama
Campaign in Columbia, South Carolina.

Ahmad’s work has helped generate over $6.6 billion to small businesses and creating over 50,000
jobs in the DFW area.
