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How to Install VPN

GlobalProtect VPN Client on Windows 7, 8 and 10 clients

Before you can connect your computer to the TSU internal Network, the Palo Alto
GlobalProtect VPN client needs to be downloaded and installed on the remote mobile
device. If attempting to configure VPN while on campus, you must connect to a
network that is not TSU-NET.
